Guidelines

When submitting artwork and photographs please ensure your work is well protected. Use a fixative
spray on charcoal, pastel, and pencil work. It is preferred artworkbe removed from glass covered
frames to allow scanning or copying.

Art submissions may be delivered to Doug Crabtree’s office; building 19, room 223. They may be
picked up after May 10, 2010

Digital photos, scanned art, computer generated art, etc.

Raster images (photos, Photoshop, etc.) must have enough pixels to reproduce in print. Your file
should have a minimum of 2200 pixels in the longer dimension.

File formats: TIFF, EPS, PSD, or PDF are preferred. JPEG images straight from digital cameras are
acceptable. Be sure the camera quality and compressions settings are set to high quality.

Vector Images from Adobe Illustrator, Corel Draw, etc. must be in EPS, Al or PDF formats.

Digital submissions may be sent via email to dougc@spokanefalls.edu. Include your name, etc. in the
email message and attach the image files. The system will block files that have been archived in ZIP
format. (You can send a zip file if you rename it as a .zim or other non-zip spelling.)
